 The lawsuit alleges that 
Wuxi Metal Casket Com-
pany, Ltd., and others, has 
knowingly violated the in-
junction and that damages 
should be awarded for their 
contempt. Th e recent judg-
ment was entered following 
a lengthy evidentiary hearing.
